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Lesson plan
Story Brown Bear
Level: elementary
Age group: 6 – 8 years old

Time: 45 min.

Aims: linguistic - listening for gist, relating words and actions, practising colours, names of animals

           other – to involve the children in storytelling
Skills: listening, reading, speaking, writting

Topic: Colours, animals
Vocabulary: bear, bird, duck, horse, frog, cat, sheep, goldfish, monkey

                      brown, red, yellow, blue, green, purple, gold  

Description: the teacher tells a story about Brown Bear and children act out the parts of the characters

Materials: flashcards, masks or puppets, worksheets
Preparation: Practise telling the story

                       Prepare pictures of animals, worksheets

In Class: 
1. Motivation: Tell the children in their first language that you are going to tell them a story about Brown Bear and either draw the animals or put up pictures on the board.
                     Ask the children question like:

Have you ever seen a bear, a bird, a horse….?

Where do animals live?
2. Explanation: Tell them the story, children listen a read the story.
3. Fixation: Teacher tell the story again, and as each child hears their character they put up their
hand.            
                The children make dialogues / retell the story /.
4. Diagnosing: Role – play. The children act the drama. 
5. Application: Children complete and colour the worksheet.
Tasks for children:

1. Listen and read the story.

2. Retell the story.

3. Make a dialogues.

4. Role–play. Act the drama.

5. Complete and colour the worksheet.

Story outline: 

This is the most basic version of the story:
Brown Bear
Brown bear, brown bear what do you see?
I see a red bird looking at me.
Red bird, red bird what do you see?
I see a yellow duck looking at me.
Yellow duck, yellow duck what do you see?
I see a blue horse looking at me.
Blue horse, blue horse what do you see?
I see a green frog looking at me.
Green frog, green frog what do you see?
I see a purple cat looking at me.
Purple cat, purple cat what do you see?
I see a black sheep looking at me.

Black sheep, black sheep what do you see?
I see a goldfish looking at me.
Goldfish, goldfish what do you see?
I see a monkey looking at me.
Monkey, monkey what do you see?
I see children looking at me.
Children, children what do you see?
We see a brown bear, a red bird, 

a yellow duck, 

a blue horse, 

a green frog, 

a purple cat, a white dog, 

a black sheep, 

a goldfish, 

and a monkey looking at us.

That's what we see.
Follow- up activities: Ask the children to draw a picture of the animals 

                                     The children can make masks for the characters   

                                     The children can draw a cartoon strip of the story with speech bubbles
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
